Approx. times:

 Y2/3 Boys – 4.25pm   Yr5/6 Girls- 4.55pm 
 Y4 Girls – 4.35pm   Yr5/6 Boys- 5.05pm 
 Each school is responsible for making sure their children are at the race start on time! The start and finish are in 
different places! 
 
Parking:  

Staff/parents are asked to use the Yeovil Arena car park in Pickett Lane, [off Ilchester Road], Yeovil BA21 3DS The 

gate should be open onto the field. There will be some limited parking in the Chilton Grove Car Park, BA21 4AW.      

Please do not block the drives of surrounding houses. 

The Course: The course will be one small or medium lap and then a large lap around the recreation ground finishing 
opposite the café.  
 
Toilets: These will be available at the centre. 
 
Refreshments: The café at the recreation centre will be open.  
 
Behaviour and Safety: Parents need to have their children in sight at all times when they are not racing. This is a 

public area. Please remind the children that they must not obstruct or interfere with other runners!  

Parents:  Adults are not allowed to run around the course to pace the children. In exceptional circumstances to 

help children having difficulties then adults with a school may run beside to encourage. Schools may need to advise 

some parents to support their children in a positive manner!
